head of the workshop – with a total of 20 goldsmiths 
under him – is the expert at Gellner’s when it comes 
to the hands-on, technical fabrication of the pieces. 
“It occasionally happens that an idea is not technically 
feasible in the form in which we have envisaged it”, the 
expert says.
It then becomes his task to work closely with his fellow 
goldsmiths and make the necessary alterations and 
refinements so that the particular piece of jewellery 
can be produced to the typical Gellner high-quality 
standard. Short walking-distances within the building 
where all the goldsmiths work together under the same 
roof  make it easier to coordinate everything and play a 
decisive role in avoiding misunderstandings or even 
errors. 

Daniela Keller, who as one of the design team, is 
responsible for all the in-house coordination, always 
maintains an overview of the work in progress. She is 
the one who gathers together all the important threads 
and it is she who knows what tasks are pending, which 
designs need to be improved and when the next 
meeting of the four creative artists will be held. What is 
it about the Gellner brand which makes it so exceptio-
nal?  The blend of genial design ideas, a relaxed, 

light-hearted atmosphere, skilful workmanship, 
standards of high quality and ease of communication 
– all this certainly contributes to the secret of its 
success. It is very unusual, however, to find that every 
single phase of the work, from the very first design 
sketches through the construction of models to the 
setting of the pearls and stones, all takes place in 
Germany – collectively in the Gellner team and 
entirely made in Germany.  � Christel Trimborn

	 Naturally coloured, black Tahitian pearls combined in 
	 two exceptional necklaces:  ranging in length from 81 to 
	 84cm, containing 15 to 18mm cultured pearls and 
	 with uniform colouring in peacock blue or light 
	 harlequin with warm, rich seagreen tones.  The pearls 
	 are perfectly round in shape.

>>> Baroque Natural Beauty 
	 A unique necklace composed of 19 baroque, freshwater 
	 cultured pearls with diameters ranging from 15 to 23 
	 millimetres. The colours range from peach through gold 
	 and violet to bright pink overtones.  A highlight of the 
	 highest quality from the waters of China and with a size 
	 of pearl which could not be found in freshwater regions 
	 until now.
